Sports Premium Statement 2017-2018
At Ryton Juniors, the following key aims were identified:
· to provide professional development for school staff to increase subject knowledge and confidence;
· to improve high quality provision by providing specialist coaches to work alongside our pupils and teachers; 
· to continue to increase opportunities for all pupils to attend a range of inter-school festivals and competitions at various levels;
· to improve resources and equipment for PE lessons and lunch/playtimes;
· to ensure that all our pupils are able to swim 25m by the time they leave our school in Y6;
· to ensure all children understand the benefits of adopting a healthy lifestyle;
· to promote leadership skills amongst all our pupils through PE lessons;
· to continue training for playground leaders and develop the Sports Crew who will organise a series of intra-school competitions and activities for pupils at lunchtime;
· to ensure that our pupils have a say in the activities provided for them in order to increase participation and activity levels.

A specific focus was given to the development of leadership skills in our pupils through assuming various roles and responsibilities, to be carried out within lessons and across the school day. By giving our children lots of opportunities to lead, we hoped to create young people who had increased self-confidence, were able to communicate, problem-solve and organise, had a sense of self-worth and showed respect for others. 
The school purchased a premium level SLA with the Gateshead SSP which provided invaluable support and opportunities for staff and children across the year. The competition provision would have been severely impaired without this service. The SSP also provided excellent opportunities for training and kept the school up to date on the latest recommendations.
Professional Development and training
AB attended PE sports conference. This included workshops on ‘The School Games Mark’ and ‘The Power of the Active School.’ Cluster dates were also organised for competitions and festivals throughout the year. A silver School Games Mark was awarded in August 2018. Ideas delivered in staff meeting to whole school staff about active lessons and mini movement breaks.
AB attended Physical Activity Training in May where lots of ideas were shared about active learning – sit less and move more! This was disseminated to staff in training.
AB delivered training to all staff on leadership within PE lessons and different ways of involving children in the planning and delivery of warm-up sessions and activities within lessons to increase opportunities for leadership within school.
Y3/4 staff observed Athletics coaching in lessons over half a term from a visiting sports coach to gain confidence and ideas for use in their own teaching.
4 children attended Sports Crew training at Gateshead Leisure Centre in preparation for their roles as Sports Leaders. They went on to lead a highly successful Sports Crew who won the Gateshead School Sports Award for Young Primary Leaders.
Year 6 children received ‘Sporting Champions’ training in the Autumn term to kick-start their school buddy programme.
Twenty Year 5 children received a whole day of buddy training in preparation for their leadership roles next year.
Provision of high quality PE
Teaching staff delivered half the PE timetable to their classes. A broad range of activities were offered. In addition, curriculum sessions were delivered to Y3, 5 and 6 across the spring and summer terms by Grass Roots. The coach is a very experienced primary PE teacher who is able to deliver a wide range of sports in line with our planned PE curriculum. Year 4 continue to have weekly swimming lessons at Blaydon Leisure Centre.
Athletics coaching was delivered in the summer term to Year 3/4 through active, arranged by the SSP. Staff had the chance to pick up new ideas for teaching skills and sequencing these through a series of lessons.
In addition, Year 3, 4 and 5 have visited Thorp Academy for PE sessions with their Young Sports Leaders over the course of the spring and summer terms.
Year 6 children had the opportunity to take part in a three-day residential trip to Ford Castle, Northumberland to allow them to take part in outdoor and adventurous activities which we would be unable to provide on the school site.
A significant number of resources were purchased for gymnastics to improve provision within lessons and broaden the use of apparatus. This has been well-received by the children.


Promoting broad range of activities
Destination Judo delivered taster sessions to the whole school. A link to a local club was provided for children who enjoyed the session and wanted to develop their skills further.
Tyneside Golf Club delivered sessions to Year 6 children to introduce them to the sport and offered a series of free taster sessions at the club itself to encourage participation.
Extra-curricular Provision
After-school sessions were provided throughout the year by specialist coaches or teaching staff. This included football, cricket, basketball, sportshall athletics, gymnastics, dance, tennis and summer sports. On average 60 percent of pupils attended an after-school club.
The Forest School after-school provision ‘Forest Adventurers’ continues to be well attended. This provides children with outdoor and adventurous activities every night of the week after school until 6 o’clock.
In addition, lunchtime clubs were available for children to try. These included cross-country running, tag rugby, athletics, football and gymnastics.
Intra-school and Inter-school Competition
All of Year 3 took part in an orienteering festival at Thorp.
All of the Year 4 took part in a Paralympic Festival at Thorp.
All of Year 4 took part in the multi-skills Rugby Megafest at Ryton Rugby Club at the beginning of May.
Any child from Year 3 or 4 who had come to lunchtime training participated in the Thorp Cluster Quadkids event. The team did brilliantly in their four events (distance, sprint, jump and throw) and came first, going on to represent the area at the Quadkids Final at Kingsmeadow School. Here they came 7th out of the top teams in Gateshead.
All of Year 5 took part in a fitness festival at Thorp.
Three Y6 teams took part in a cricket tournament at Ryton Cricket Club. This provided links to their local pathway. All of Year 5 took part in a cricket tournament in July at Greenside Cricket Club, another local pathway for the sport.
All of the Year 6 girls took part in a football tournament at Ryton/Crawcrook Football Club. This was a new competition for the school.
All of Year 6 and Year 5 children took part in the Great Gateshead Fun Run. All had a fantastic day especially our elite team who placed 2nd and 3rd in the girls’ race.
Three Year 6 teams took part in a Rugby League Competition at Gateshead Stadium –two of the teams topped their pools and met each other in the final taking away medals for first and second place overall!
3 teams of Y5/6 children (made up of everyone who had attended the lunchtime club) took part in a Tag Rugby Tournament at Ryton Rugby Club. Two teams reached the semi-finals and one team won the whole competition. They went on to represent Ryton cluster in the Gateshead Final where they remained unbeaten and were crowned Gateshead Champions.
16 Y5/6 children took part in Sportshall Athletics at Thorp. They won the event and proceeded to the Gateshead Finals where they also took 1st place. The next step was the county finals at the Tyne and Wear Games where the children placed 8th overall. At every level they improved their range of skills.
24 children from Year 6 took part in a basketball tournament at Thorp Academy. This included a B and C team, giving more children the opportunity to compete. One team reached the semi-finals.
26 children from all year groups (who had attended Dance Club) took part in the Gateshead Schools’ Dance Festival at The Sage in April performing a piece linked to the film ‘Hairspray.’
6 teams (34 pupils) represented the school at the Key Steps Gymnastics Festival in June. The year 3/4 teams performed really well and the Year 5/6 team took Gold. They went on to represent Gateshead in the Tyne and Wear County Games later that that month and came away with 2nd place (silver medals) overall. The children took part in other gymnastic activities such as trampolining, beam and the tumble track when they weren’t competing.
The Y5/6 football team were very successful in their league matches across the year, making it through to the finals in the 5-a-side, and to the finals of the 7-a-side league in April. 
All year groups were very busy in the summer term trialling for the athletics team, practising sprints, distance running, throwing and jumping. 20 children from across school took part in this fantastic event. A number of medals were won in javelin, relay and individual track.
A team of eight Y5/6 competed in a tennis competition at Blaydon Tennis Club. They came second overall.
Intra- school competitions
A football tournament was organised by the Sports Crew for the Y3 children. 8 teams took part in a knock-out tournament. 
A 5-a-side intra-school competition was organised for the Y3/4/5 children which took place over several weeks throughout the summer term. This was made up of an equal number of girls/boys and age groups.
A Year 5 cricket competition was organised for all the Y5 children.
Wimbledon at Ryton was organised for the Year 6 children with a grand final and lucky losers plate competition.
All of Year 5 and 6 took part in team Sportshall athletics challenges in four events: throwing, jumping, speed bounce and sprint.
All year groups were invited to take part in cross-country runs weekly in an attempt to improve their personal best.
A speed bounce challenge was also organised by the Sports Crew in the summer term for the whole school at lunchtimes to improve their fitness levels and improve on their personal best.
Other sporting events
The Federation came together again for our annual Festival of Sport and Culture. Each class chose a specific country from any part of the world. As a class, they learnt about the National Sport of their chosen country and many other facts about the culture, language and famous sports men and women. Their new-found knowledge was presented to the school in an assembly, with each class taking a turn to share in a variety of creative ways including dance. In the afternoon, Year1 and 2 joined the juniors on the field. Our sports ambassadors gave a speech before each class greeted the parents in the language of the country studied. After this, the activities began, each child taking part in every activity station. 22 Sports Leaders from Thorp Academy helped to run our Federation Sports Day. Their help was invaluable and the all-inclusive afternoon was enjoyed by all.



Healthy Lifestyles and awareness
A healthy school week was organised providing lessons on healthy eating, lifestyle choices and the benefits of activity. All the children were engaged in dance activities every morning, culminating in a shared dance-off with the infant children at the end of the week. The sports leaders ran personal challenges throughout the week as well.
Sport Relief week was organised by the Sports Crew who led assemblies and organised daily challenges to build up to the mile event on the Friday: 
Monday: Walk and Talk
Tuesday: The Ball Crawl
Wednesday: Scout Shout!
Thursday: Run for FUN
Friday: Freedom Friday (children were sponsored to move a mile or 2 or 4 in whatever way they deemed most fun/interesting/healthy!
Twenty children were identified as rarely or never engaging in extra-curricular provision. By increasing the range of activities on offer, 7 children took up an after-school club on a regular basis and 4 others became partially engaged.
The Sports Crew played a key role in raising the profile of sport and embedding the key values, leading and planning activities throughout the year as well as helping organise resources and officiating intra activities. They were such an outstanding set of leaders that they were nominated for a Gateshead School Sport Award which they were delighted to win in July 2018. This prestigious award was presented at the School Sports Award ceremony which the entire Sports Crew attended.
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
