SEND and the Music Curriculum in Ryton Junior School
SEND pupils are supported in music lessons if needed by staff and may work in smaller groups with adult support in order to access the music curriculum. 
Some children may struggle to access whole school singing and listening session but these children will work in a smaller group at the same time so they are still accessing music teaching. 
Some children may need to use instruments and equipment modified to meet their needs eg headphones/ ear defenders in music sessions, larger beaters, glockenspiels with a limited range of bars, or bars labelled to help them to locate them during performances.
